It has been a long wait, two years to be exact from the last World’s meeting to this one, but the fact remains these meetings do not happen by themselves and there are a few that deserve a mention before I carry on with the meeting report, the number one person that has carried the lions share of the organization Mr Andy Nash i.e. as the Worlds Organizer, which means endless time to set things up in readiness for this meeting, things like the booking of the venue, transportation of the track including the hiring of a van to transport it to and from the venue, dealing with the booking in of the competitors along with the information packs that were sent out, compiling a program for the event, and most importantly the actual running of the meeting. There are also those who turned up on the Friday night to help set things up, step forward Brandon Snell, Lee Bishop, Justin Nash & Steve Davis, there is also the two meeting scrutineers that gave up their time & racing to attend the meeting, thank you Brandon Snell and Paul Brooks and not forgetting the two ladies making the tea & coffee Chris & Gemma Nash, and just as important to an event like this would be hard to finance without sponsors, and I am sure that this thank you comes from every one that was involved with the meeting over the whole weekend,  

Royal Mail Sports Foundation, Helgar Racing, Mardave Racing, Kamtec Model Sport, Medway Mini Stox Club, Bandit Racing, Grumpy Spares.

This will be the third 1/12th Oval World Stockcar Championship, the previous championships were held at the JJB soccer dome in Manchester and the second one was held at the RAF museum at Cosford, the track that we raced on for the first world’s was one borrowed from the Dunfermline club in Scotland, at the second staging of the worlds a purpose built track was used ( no track advantage ) and looking back at the results the top lap score from that meeting was 89, it will be interesting to see what the highest lap score will be from this meeting, as we are using the same track although it has been slimmed down a little bit, the format for the meeting over the two days is, Saturday 2 practice sessions as per your first round, followed by 4 qualifying rounds and on Sunday there will be one practice round followed by two more qualifying rounds, the top 64 from the entrée of 72 will contest the eighth finals, quarter finals, the two semi-finals and the grand final, to progress on from each of the lower finals, drivers had to finish in the top four places to move onto the next stage of the competition.

Unfortunately the gremlins decided to play right at the start of the proceedings, and there was a lengthy delay as this was rectified, this resulted in the loss of nearly three hours of racing, the end result being the loss of one of the practice rounds, along with one of the qualifying rounds too, so the format for qualifying had now changed to the best three from five.

For added interest all of the race Heat winners will receive a brand new body-shell, with that in mind I will give you a run down of all the various heat winners along with others that deserve a mention, 

Race one started with a bang as three racers all finished with 84 laps, but it was Clive Buckler that received a new body-shell as the race winner, from Gary McMullen the defending world champion and Paul Jenkinson the reigning British Open champion, race two was won with 83 laps by Stewart Smith from a very fast Derek Cayzer in second place with 82, two other racers going well in this race were Blue grade racer Chris Blower with 77 and young Nicholas Cooper currently a Yellow grade racer with 71, race three saw a good battle between two racers, at the finish it was Ian Johnson who crossed the finish line first with 88 he was pursued by Roy Calver who finished in second place with 87, Lauren Cattell also went well in this race as her lap score of 76 will testify, race four saw three racers break into the 80 lap bracket they were race winner Dave Gwilliam with 85 and Matthew Bennett with 82 and Ryan Cattell just one lap behind Matthew with 81, Bart Mulder the current Dutch 1/5th scale champion showed a lot of promise with his new 1/12th stocker in this heat, racing as a White grade racer, his lap score was 64, race five was won by a Dutch racer from the Lobith club, the winning lap score was 85 by Niek Middelkoop, chasing him all the way to the chequered flag was Andy Cattell, he was on the same lap as Niek at the finish just 2.59 seconds behind, another Dutch racer posting a respectable lap score on his first visit to the UK was Arjen Bouwe Hiddinga with 52, Arjen is a new-comer to the 1/12th so he is currently sporting a White roof colour, race six was won by another Dutch entrant, this time it was Evert Jacob Klok from the Fryslan 1 club with a winning 82 laps from Koen Middlekoop, then we had an un-fancied Ade Eaglen in third place with 81, race seven was won with 85 laps by Mark Cooper with Karl Spencer in close attention with 84, race eight was taken by the National points champion Ben Harding with a surprisingly low lap score of 81 and Phil Chadbourne was a further lap behind with 80, another young racer in the form of Phil’s daughter Danielle Chadbourne, she showed a lot of promise in this heat with her lap score of 66, the last race of the round was won by Urmston club racer Jim Wilson with 83 laps from Robert Teuke who finished the race on the same lap as Jim.

Round 2.

Out in front in race one with a superb 90 laps was Ian Johnson, behind him was Andy Cattell with 86 and Paul Jenkinson on 84 and Jon Cutts added two laps to his previous best lap score with an 82, it looks like the sky’s the limit for Derek Cayzer as he wins  race two with 85 from Dave Gwilliam with 83, the race three winner equalled the 90 lap mark, this time it was Karl Spencer from the Rugby club achieving this, he was chased by both James Blower and Alan Bellis with 87 and Bryan Lee racing a Skint type of race car was a further lap behind on 86, Ben Harding received a new body-shell as the race four winner with 84 laps, behind him was Roy Calver with 82, a racer that was worth a mention here is Tracy Cooper as she came home in fourth place with a respectable 76 laps, race five saw Mark Cooper post an 86 as the race winner, from Koen Middelkoop in second place with 81, behind these two came two of our younger members in third place it was Nicholas Cooper with 79 and in fourth place from the Hathern club with 78 was Alex Wood, race six went to Jason Bartropp with 83 from Gary McMullen with 82, race seven was won with 82 laps by Anthony Wyper, behind him in fourth place was an improving Arjen Bouwe Hiddinga with 72 laps an improvement of 20 laps on his previous lap score, race eight saw three racers break into the 80 lap bracket they were race winner Phil Chadbourne with 84 and Stewart Smith finished with 82 and Darren Grace with 81, race nine went to Clive Buckler with 84 laps from Robert Teuke with 77, there were quit a few foreign entrants in this heat with the best of them being Niek Middelkoop in fourth place with 72.

Round 3.

Collecting a race win in the first race of round three was James Blower with 83 laps from Brian Lee in second with 79, and what about this, dad beating son in the battle of the Bylsma’s with Joop finishing in third place with 76 and Jelle one lap behind with 75 in fourth, race two produced some high lap scores, the winner of the race was Roy Calver on a split time from Karl Spencer as they both recorded 87 laps and one lap behind these two was Alan Bellis with 86, race three went to Ian Johnson with 88 laps from Jason Bartropp with 83, race four was won by Paul Jenkinson on a split time from Clive Buckler after they had both recorded 81 laps, and a racer continuing to improve as the meeting went on was Arjen Bouwe Hiddinga as he recorded 70 laps in fifth position, race five went to Dave Gwilliam with a fine 87 laps from Niek Middelkoop with 83 and Mark Cooper in third place with 82, race six was another that was decided by a split time after Jamie Burkett and Jim Wilson had both recorded 82 laps the result went to Jamie by 1.01 seconds, and posting a great result in third place was Zoe Spencer with 80 laps, race seven was won by the defending champion Gary McMullen with 86 laps from Matthew Bennett with 80, behind these two in fourth place was the third member of the Middelkoop family Adrie with 76 the head of the trio, race eight was a great battle that went Rich Harding’s way with 86 laps, behind him in this race was his brother Ben Harding along with Phil Chadbourne both finishing with 85, and the final race of the heats from the Saturday was won by Chris Blower with a very high 89 laps, also finishing with 89 laps in second place was Koen Middelkoop, then we had two racers finishing with 86 laps, they were Darren Grace, and Derek Cayzer.

Round 4.

After a round of practice heats as we are now into Sunday the first race was won by Jason Bartropp with 88 laps from Dave Gwilliam who was just one lap behind, behind these two came Tom Forrest with 85, and Martin Cooper and Nicholas Cooper recorded 83 laps each, race two went to Roy Calver with 84 from Jim Wilson with 82 and Niek Middelkoop in third place with 81, race three saw Ian Johnson record another 90 lap score, just as he had achieved the previous day, second place went to Phil Chadbourne with 87 and Carl Baker was a further lap behind with 86, race four was won by the Stoney Stanton club promoter Andy Cattell with 86 laps, in close attention to Andy in second place was Stewart Smith with 85 then we had two racers finishing with 81 laps they were Chris Blower and Richard Harding, race five was won by a split time after Mark Cooper and Karl Spencer had recorded 82 laps each, Mark was ahead of Karl by 2.68 seconds, race six saw Matthew Bennett record a high 88 laps by winning race six from Gary McMullen with 85, two other racers going well in this heat were Hathern youngster Alex Wood with 81 and from Holland Joop Bylsma recorded 80 laps in sixth place, race seven saw another race that was won with 88 laps this time out it was the Lobith club representative Koen Middelkoop achieving this, second place went to Alan Bellis with 85, there were two other racers in this heat from Holland that recorded some respectable laps they were Thys De Vries with 81 and fun racer Auke Kooistra with 72, in heat eight the bar was raised by Ben Harding as he recorded a race win with 92 laps the highest lap score of the meeting so far, behind him was Clive Buckler with 89 and Darren Grace with 84, some new names to mention here were Paul Riddell with his 83 and also Joe Brown a finalist from the 2003 World Championships recording 80 laps in fifth place, the last race of the round race nine was won by Evert Jacob Klok with 81 from Robert Teuke with 80, and young Aron Eaglen put in a fine performance to finish in third place with 76 laps.

The Last Round of Qualifying Round 5.

Ian Johnson continues his good run of form with another race win his winning lap score was 87, in second place with 86 laps was Jim Wilson with Chris Flynn a further lap behind in third place, race two saw Gary McMullen get into his stride with a high 88 laps, behind him in this heat were Chris Blower with 85 and both Carl Baker and Jamie Burkett finished with 82, and achieving her highest lap score in this race was young Kayleigh Cooper with a creditable 63, race three was won by Clive Buckler with a high 89 laps from Stewart Smith in second place with 82, another of our youngest members going well in this race was Danielle Chadbourne finishing in fifth place with 73 laps, race four was not such a high lap scoring race as James Blower took the chequered flag with 82 laps from Robert Teuke who also finished the race with 82, race five was won by Darren Grace with 82 with Jon Cutts a further two laps behind in second place, in race six Ben Harding sent out a message to all of the competitors as he recorded the highest winning lap score of the qualifying rounds with 93 laps, Matthew Bennett came home in second place with 88 and a further lap behind was Dave Gwilliam followed by Mark Cooper with 86, 

Race seven was won with 88 laps by Paul Jenkinson from Alan Bellis with 85 and Anthony Wyper with 83, race eight was won by the Lobith club superstar racer Koen Middelkoop with 84 laps behind him came Scott Williamson with 83 and Phil Chadbourne with 80, the final qualifying race saw two High Wycombe club members have a tremendous race, at the finish they had both recorded 90 laps but the winner was Jason Bartropp by a mere 0.42 of a second from Roy Calver. The end of qualifying gave us a short break with time to check over the cars as the list of the eighth finals was compiled, to give you an idea of who was doing what at the top of the list of qualifiers here is the top ten, along with their qualifying totals from their best three races,

As you can see from the results just how tough this meeting is, we already have some top names knocked out at this stage they were - from the first of the eighth finals Adrie Middelkoop from the Lobith club who finished in fifth place, in the fourth final Joe Brown finished in eighth place with just 48 laps, a real surprise this as Joe featured in the last World Final, then we said goodbye to Jon Cutts in the sixth final as Jon’s lap score of 78 was only good enough for sixth place, Jon featured in the first World Final and is also a previous National Points Champion, then we said goodbye to Robert Teuke in the seventh final, Robert was the reigning World Junior Champion and with his 81 laps only good enough for fifth position he was eliminated at this stage, and still we had one more of the top contenders get knocked out in the last of the finals as Paul Riddell a finalist from the last European Championship meeting could only finish in fifth position with 83 laps. Once again there was a short interval while the organizers worked out the line ups for the quarter finals as the racers were put into their respective finals, starting with the racer with the most laps and highest split time going into the first quarter followed by the next into the second quarter and so on.

The stage was set for the next round of the competition to start, with some suitable music playing in the back ground as the first quarter final lined up in grid formation, the tension between the racers was a little bit more tense as the quality of racers was that bit more difficult to beat as all of the opposition had qualified by right, by coming through the first of the knockout stages in the eighth finals,

 the racers for the first of the quarter finals were, Ben Harding, Zoe Spencer, Richard Harding and Matthew Bennett all from the Rugby club, we also had Phil Chadbourne from the Hathern club and Stewart Smith from the Urmston club, from the Wycombe club we had Jason Bartropp and also representing the Frslan 1 club over in Holland was Evert Jacob Klok. And as always there were some surprise casualties that had not finished in the top four, the mechanical gremlins had took care of Jason Bartropp’s challenge, and some just not being fast enough, at the finish the result of the first quarter final looked like this,
