There were just eighteen racers for the stock cars, unfortunatly Ryan Cattell was laid up in hospital due to an infection in his ankle , due to this the rest of the Cattell’s did not race today. And in the support formula of hot rods there was eight racers which made two heats.

Round One.

Mark Cooper winning the first race with 91 laps followed by Andy Wallace on 79. Heat two was also won with 91 laps, this time it was Gary McMullen, then came Jamie Nash on 71 followed by Peter Ayriss with 65 and Glenn Nash on 64. Heat three and David Smith went one better than Mark and Gary to record 92 then came Martin Cooper on 82 as did Bryn Finch, next was Alan Crossland on 79 and an impressive score of 77 by young Daniel McMullen. Karl Spencer went one better in heat four to record 93 laps just beating Ben Harding who finished on 92, then it was Martin Nash on 81, next up was Stefan Gill on 73 finishing in front of Tracy Coopers score of 68.

Round Two.
Andy Wallace in front in heat one winning with 79, unlucky for Mark Cooper this time as he broke a wire on his car finishing with just 46. Heat two went to Gary McMullen on 87, second but improving on his previous score was Peter Ayriss with 78, next was Glenn Nash on 71, Jamie Nash with 58 followed by Nicholas Cooper finishing on 34. Heat three saw David Smith there again winning with 92 laps followed by Martin Cooper on 87, next was Alan Crossland on 82 some way behind these was Bryn Finch on 66 and Daniel McMullen finishing on 35. Heat four and Ben Harding wins with 91 laps just in front of Karl Spencer who finished on 89, then came Martin Nash getting 82, Stefan Gill improving by one lap to record 74, and Tracy Cooper getting 67 this time.

Round Three.
Mark Cooper improving his best score to 93 winning the first heat from Andy Nash who finished with 90, Heat two and Gary McMullen wins again this time on 86 from Jamie Nashe’s 76 then came Peter Ayriss on 73 , Glenn Nash on 65 and Nicholas Cooper improving to finish with 50 laps. Heat three and David Smith gets better and better finishing on 94 the best score so far followed by Martin Cooper on 86, next was Bryn Finch with 81 just in front of Alan Crossland by one lap and another good score by Daniel McMullen finishing on 69. Heat four and Karl Spencer beats Ben Harding  this time finishing with 93 laps to Ben’s 89, Martin Nash getting a good score of 79, then it was Stefan Gill on 73 and Tracy Cooper on 62.

Round Four.
Mark Cooper finishing in front of Andy Wallace again finishing on 85 to Andy’s 79 then it was just seven laps for John Glover retiring just after the start. Heat two and Gary McMullen wins on 87 from Peter Ayriss with 80 followed by Jamie Nash on 73 then Glenn Nash with 49 and Nicholas on 45. Heat three  saw David Smith just beating Martin Cooper by one lap finishing on 90 to Martins 89, then it was young Daniel McMullen on 73 bettering Alan Crossland’s score of 60 and Bryn Finche’s score of 51. The last heat was won by Ben Harding on 90 laps from Martin Nash finishing with 75, next was Tracy Cooper on 61, Stefan Gill with 59, then came Karl Spencer on 20 laps suffering a blown motor.
